Lake Junaluska Board of Trustees October Meeting Highlights

| am excited to share with you that the Lake Junaluska Board of Trustees met on October
17-18, 2024. The trustees spent time surveying the damage Lake Junaluska sustained as a
result of Hurricane Helene.

Outcomes from the board meeting included receipt of the 2023 IRS Form 990 and the
annual audit conducted by Forvis Mazars, election of new trustees, approval of board
officers, approval of the 2025 service charge rate and receipt of reports from two task
forces. Below is a summary of the actions taken at the board of trustees meeting:

IRS FORM 990
The board of trustees received the 2023 IRS Form 990 as a document of record and
directed that it be filed with the Internal Revenue Service.

2023 AUDIT
The board of trustees received the 2023 audit as a document of record.

ASSEMBLY PUBLIC WORKS

e The board of trustees approved a 2025 service charge rate of $0.455/$100. The rate is a
$.035 increase from 2024. The increase is to bring service charges more in line with
the actual cost of materials.

e The board of trustees approved the creation of a capital reserves fund within the
Assembly Public Works budget to be overseen by the board of trustees for unforeseen
critical infrastructure expenditures.

e The board of trustees approved a loan to finance a capital lease for the purchase of a
new Vac-Con jetter truck for Assembly Public Works.

LOAN
The board ratified the action taken by the Executive Committee to approve a loan of $1M
for capital improvements.

ASSOCIATES COUNCIL
The board of trustees affirmed the recommendation by the Associates Council for Anne
Duncan Martin to serve as Chairperson of the Associates Council in 2025-2027.

TASK FORCE REPORTS
The board received reports from a Policy Review Task Force and a Golf Course Task Force.

The Policy Review Task Force affirmed marriage as a sacred, lifelong covenant that brings
two people of faith into union with one another and into a deeper relationship with God
and the religious community. Marriages in the Christian or Jewish tradition are allowed at
Lake Junaluska in accordance with the North Carolina General Statutes.

The Golf Course Task Force was created to develop a five- to 10-year capital plan for the
golf course to further the mission of Junaluska and produce income to fulfill this mission.
Those capital items include:
